Year 4 Curriculum Events – Autumn Term – Victorian Towns & Twisted Tales
We have two enrichment events for Year 4 this term.
Rainbow Theatre – Wednesday,9th October
The Rainbow Theatre Group will be visiting the school on Wednesday, 9thOctober.  This imaginative workshop allows pupils to experience what life would have been like in the Victorian times for poor children, in an exciting and meaningful way through improvisation and role play.  We would love the children to dress up for this purpose on the day (see costume suggestions below). They can wear the same costume for their later trip to Preston Manor (see below).
Preston Manor – Thursday 28th and Friday 29th November
The children will also be visiting Preston Manor –Rowling will visit on the afternoon of Thursday 28th November.  Shakespeare and Dickens class will visit on Friday 29th November.  By participating in this trip, children will have a fully immersive opportunity to gain insight and knowledge about the life of a Victorian servant.  They will be invited to ‘apply for a job’ in domestic service and enjoy a variety of enriching experiences using authentic objects and artefacts from the Victorian age.  

On Thursday 28th and Friday 29th November, Rowling and Dickens Classes will leave at approximately 12.00pm and return at 3.00 pm However, as always, there is the possibility that traffic conditions etc. may result in unavoidable delays. Therefore, if your child is in either Rowling or Dickens Class, please indicate on the slip below how your child will get home.
On Friday 29th November 2019, Shakespeare Class will leave Southway at approximately 9.15 am and return at 12.45 pm.  Dickens Class will return at approx. 3.00p.m. 
All children will need to bring a packed lunch.  To enhance the role, we ask that children bring a ‘Victorian’ style packed lunch if possible (e.g. bread, cheese, fruit, boiled egg etc.).

As part of the ‘role play’ sessions, it is suggested by Preston Manor that the children wear costumes appropriate for Victorian/Edwardian lower household servants (see below).  It is suggested that they wear the same costume as that for the Rainbow Theatre production. 

We should be grateful if parents from each class could accompany the visit.  If you would like to help with the trip please indicate this below and we shall contact you. Without enough parent volunteers, we will be forced to cancel the trip due to health and safety reasons.
