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What will we be learning in each subject?

Our focus at Southway is very much on a creative curriculum. We aim to develop the children as
independent learners and give them opportunities to lead the direction of a learning journey
whenever possible. This requires some flexibility within the curriculum but we will cover the fol-
lowing skills over the course of the Autumn term.

English: During this term, we will be writing newspaper reports. Later, we will be developing
speaking, listening and drama skills. As we explore the work of Shakespeare, focusing particular-
ly on Macbeth, we will be performing poetry.

Maths: We will be covering number, measurement, geometry and statistics this term.

Science: In science, we will be learning about sound.

ICT: We will be learning how fo use an Excel spreadsheets, conduct internet research and we will
be learning about to keep ourselves safe online.

Art and DT: In Art we will be learning to use our skills of observation to create our own por-
traits in the style of Hans Holbein. In DT, we will also be learning to use our creativity to design
and make a Tudor biscuit.

History: We will be using and evaluating a variety of historical sources. We will learn what bias
means and how this can affect our interpretation of the past. We will learn about Henry VIII,
his wives, his children, life at court, Tudor explorers and William Shakespeare.

RE: We will learn about the Reformation and how this great event impacted on the lives of the
Tudors and still reverberates through history even today.

MFL: We will be learning to talk in French about pastimes and clothing.

Music: We will be practising our composition and singing skills.

PE : We will be learning dance and gymnastics.

Games: We will be developing our skills in net/court wall games

PSCHE: We will be working as a feam and participating in lessons about new beginnings.
